A little more history - How did the street closures  come about where they are? 
 
As Fox and Jacobs sold the initial homes on Skiles, Birkenhead, Bryan, Pavillion, etc. Bryan Street was closed due to “utility” 
construction.  Once the homes along that area were sold, F&J reopened Bryan Street and it carried approximately 10,000 vehi-
cles a day.  This left some bedrooms in the new homes along Bryan only 14 feet from the heavy traffic including 18 wheelers 
during the night and early morning heading to the Bryan/Central intersection from which they could get to almost all major high-
ways.  The sales office had a big map showing a traffic “diverter” where Texas Street and the Jefferson at Texas Street apart-
ments currently are.  F&J represented that the City of Dallas had agreed to build this diverter so that traffic westbound on 
LiveOak could divert to Bryan and the traffic east bound on Bryan would be diverted to LiveOak.  This included an elevated 
ramp over LiveOak so traffic would not have to slow down or stop and would keep the traffic out of the neighborhood. 
 
Then the newspaper ran an article that the city decided not to build this “diverter”, was taking it off the map and quoting the 
councilmember for East Dallas, Lee Simpson, saying that taking the diverter off the map was a great thing.  The residents near 
Bryan Street were livid and invited the rest of the neighborhood to a meeting in Mike Richardson’s living room on Bryan.  The 
decision was made to formalize and incorporate the Bryan Place Homeowners’ Ass’n. (now the BPNA) and address the issue. 
 
With all the traffic on Bryan Street (almost as much as was on LiveOak) the only temporary solution appeared to be to close 
Bryan Street somewhere.  Numerous meetings were held and the plan was that closing Bryan at Cantegral would get the traffic 
off Bryan and create a nice larger neighborhood.  The Ass’n. coordinated residents’ appearing before the city council every 
week for months (a young mother with children one week, an attorney another week, a black family another week, etc.).  The 
businessowners in the area fought the closure tooth and nail for obvious reasons.  One stated that he would spend up to 
$1,000,000 fighting any closure.  The Ass’n. coordinated a lobbying campaign as well as the speaker campaign. 
 
After about a year of intense effort by the Association, the date of the council vote was set and the neighborhood appeared to 
easily have the votes.  On the morning of the vote, Joe Haggar, a councilmember at the time, passed around a plan he said he 
had received from Dave Fox just that morning showing the layout of the current closures.  The neighborhood objected to the 
last minute plan as it made the neighborhood so much smaller.  Even though the neighborhood had asked F&J to help with the 
lobbying and/or expenses but had received no help from F&J, the Dave Fox plan was unanimously passed by the council that 
afternoon.  That is how the closures came to be where they are.
